MEMORANDUM FOR DR. McLUCAS

SUBJECT: NRP Briefing to Dr. Thomas 0. Paine

Background:

We have never briefed Dr. Thomas O. Paine, Administrator
of NASA, on the National Reconnaissance Program. This situa-
tion was allowed to develop because (1) Dr. Paine was the
Acting Administrator and (2) his staff concurred that there
was no urgency in briefing someone who apparently would head
NASA for three or four months, at most.
