Diseoverer III was launched on 13 Juns 1959 with four black
mice on board., The ill-fated satellite failed to ashisve orbit
and fell back to earth.

ZIEECTIVENESS: Theoretically, efter integretion irto the concclie
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dated system and transfer of persommel and equipment to the CAMRON,
the bulk of the work requirement for maintenance was out of our hands.
In actusl practice, the situation changed little from that which
existed at Biwards. Due to the pecularities of the mission, is was
necessary for us to retain control over periodic and specialist
scheduling and plaming, and also assignment of priorities for work
to be accamplished, In practice, the periodic dock unit remained
intact and operated under the system established at Biwards, and

with the same persormel. In other words, for all 9 aircraft, the
maintenance control facility has functioned only as a clearing

house for maintenance action rather than as a planning and sched-
uling agency, as would be the case within a 48 sircraft wing. Six
months operaticn with the 6486th CAMRON has convinced us that the
sale advantages of integration of & emell number of unique aircraft Ve
into consolidated maintenance lies in the use of shops equipment, the
availabllity of a functioning supply net, and records keeping plus
data collection. No advantage or gain in efficiency is realised in
the specialist or periodic dock area, and the capability of the
individual Crew Chief is the determining factor in producing quality
maintenance.

Effective at the time of the first operational mission, the
maintenance target was set at operational readiness of all aircraft
for eagh operation. The NCO's, under the leadership of the Line
Chief, MSgt W. H. Brown, and the Flight Chiefs, cquickly caught the

It would pnquesticnably have gone hard with the Crew Chlief whose air-
craft aborted for any mechanical defect remotely classified as for-
seeable.

~ Materiel support was particularly effective. The tables of
spares shipped to Hickam for support of the C-119's were 2s complete
as could be expectéd with respect to both item coverage and quant-
ities; and replacement of i'odueed levels .operated according to ﬁhe
book. The adequacy of Spa.res levels and rapid shipment of unusual
spares requirements resulted in a low AOCP rate Wdut the period.
Crew Chiefs shd secticn supsrvisors comtributed measursble by keeping
close check on local repair capsbility and fumished necessary shots
of ingenuity to effect repair when faced with an inciplent AOCP.
In several cases, notebly commmnications gear, squadron sypervisors

located items ready ror ‘shipment to depot and either repaired or

caused them to be repaired loczlly. hany of our crew chiefs and
supervisors, who have spent years with the C~119, were better versed
than shop persone]l/ae to the scope of local repair capabilities.
FROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS: Technical problems encountered over the six

months period were certainly not insurmounteble. All aircraft sys-
tems had been sufficiently reworked or replaced at BEdwards AFB

to produce relatively trouble-free operation. Propeller systems have
been, however, & more frequent source of difficulty than anticipated;
in fact, fourteen propeller regulators were removed and iep&aced bet-
ween January and July. All were returned for depot maintenance.

They represented a variety of mechanical defects, primarily lift-off
seal leaks, By the end of June, a capability to perfozﬁ the necessary
repairs had not been developed by 6486th CAMRON. Priority on existing
requistions for necessary parts and special tools was upgrad?d late in
June to expedite scquisition of & repair capability. '

In February, cloée review of aircraft weight and balance records,
and recheck of calculations since original delivery, indicated that
errors of some magnitude might have occurred in weighings performed at
Hayes Alrcraft and at Fairchild, St. Aungustine, Camputations made by
adding known modifications increases to original delivery weight
exoseded latest "actual weight" figures by some 1500 1bs. A test
weighing confimed that all were in error by approximately that amount,
and on the wrong side. In order to maintain engino-cut performance,
it becames necessary to further limit fuel loads to hold the aircraft
at 70,000 lbs gross. Operation under the revised true basic weight
with full recovery crews and equipment permits only 600 gallons of
auxiliary fuel if marginal engine-out performance is to be maintained.
The alrcraft has a capacity for 1000 gallons of auxiliary fuel.

Another difficulty encmmtered—-cerf.ain]y not uncommon an older,
mich modified aircraft—was mismarking of electrical wiring snd cir-
cuit breakers. After discovery of two breakers which did not operate
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as marked, each aircraft was run through a complete inspection incl+
uding circuit check of each breaker and fuse; a time comsuming and
tedious project. When complete, bakelite tagg were riveted in to
'shgw function of each accessible breaksr. Breakers were, and con-
tinue to be, operationally checked by test crews after each periodic
inspecticn. | ’ | |

mention on any list of problems. This one is particularly acute
here, with salt air coming from whichever directioh the wind blows.
A program of brightening and repainting critical areas at least
every L months was instituted; and may yet have to be increased in
frequency.

ACTIVITIES: The supply section was actively engaged in the
requisitioning, receiving and issuing of initial squadron requirements
of equipment at the beginning of this reporting period. The first
week in Jamuary was ompﬁ.ﬂd in obtaining the remaining items of office
furniture required to becoms fully operational within the equadrom.
Wardrobes and the new three-quarter size beds were also requisitioned
at this time, but were not received until the middle of March. In the
meantime, the standard type wall lockers and narrow cot type beds were
utilized.
