A, Accom plishments

Mission 1109 (CR-10) is proceeding in a satisfactory manner.
SRV "A" was recovered on 1l March 1970 following re#. 111, The
second portion of Mission 1109 is proceeding satisfactorily. The
rate of aperation has been reduced due to weather, consequently
only 13% of the second portion of film has been expended. Very pre-
liminary reports indicate that the photography from the forward
camera is of average J-3 quality. The aft camera fllm is being
processed today. In view of the higher altitude and more northern
location of perigee, "average" quality from the mission will be indi-
cative of 'good" technical performance of the J-3 camera.
