1. Purpose. The Defense Communications Satellite Program
"Security Procedures and Classiflcatlion Guide 1s published
to provide a common basls for evaluating the degree of
protection which must be provided for information contained
in or which would or could be revealed by documents,
photographs, equipment or any other form of material.

2, Cancellation. This circular supersedes DCA Circular
800-0000.8.

3. Applicabillity. This security gulde is applicable to all
DCSP official information, all projects of the DCSP and to
+all government agenciles and clvillan contractors participating
in the DCSP,

L, Authority. This guide is provided by DCA in accordance
with and by authority of Section IX, Paragraph B, Department

of Defense Instruction 5210.47, Subject: '"Security Classifi-
cation of Official Information" and has been approved by DDR&E.

5. General, The classification guldance contained in this
document is the minimum degree of protection required for the
respective subjJects. Higher classification than indicated in
the Circular, or the use of a classification where the Circular
indicates Unclassified, may be assigned only to meet security
requlrements, and only when unusual circumstances fully Justify
such deviation. :

GENERAL

1. Purpose., The purpose of this guide is to provide:

a. A common basis Tor establishing the minimum degree of
physical security and protection which must be provided to
official information concerning the Defense Communications
Satellite Program (DCSP). Higher classification than indicated
in the Circular, or the use of a classification where the
Circular indicates Unclassified, may be assigned only to meet
security requirements, and only when unusual circumstances
fully Justify guch deviation. Notification, including
Justification, of such deviation shall be sent promptly to
DCA, Attn: Code 830,

b. Procedures for distribution of DCSP official informs-
tion.

2, Scope. This security guilde ig applicable to all DCSP
official Information, all projects of the DCSP and to all
government agencies and civilian contractors participating
in the DCSP.

3. Use of the Guide. Fach document and/or item of material
must be classified on ifts own merit consistent with fthe basic
principles of classification as set forth in this gulde and
other current classification directives. The determination of
the proper classification to be appliled thereto cannot always
be made gimply on the basis of content or apparent character-
istics. Therefore, the classifying official should apply his
knowledge of the overall plan, project, or operation which
might be involved. The relationship to other documents and/or
material may compel a higher classificatlion due to Integration
or consolidation of such information.

5. Changes. Recommendations for changes to improve this
gulde are encouraged and are to be submitted to DCA, Attn:
Code 830. Submission of such a change does not constitute
authority to regrade information and will not become an
official change until promulgated by DCA,

6. Related Programg. Component parts of the other programs,
e.g., supporting R&D projects, launch vehicles, and launch
range and satellite control facilities used in the Defense
Communications Satellite Program are to retain the clsssifica-
tion assigned in applicable security guides issued by the
responsgible authority.
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7. Booster Evaluation. Information concerning orbit or
ascent trajectories used in conjunction wlth payload weights
which develop information relating to the performance of the
booster will be clasgsifled in accordance with the applicable
security guide issued by the agency responsible for the
booster,

8. Automatic Grading and Regrading. Provisions shall be

made for automatic downgrading, when the classiflying official
knows that a document, letter of transmittal, or other itemn,
will not require its classification after a specific event
occurs, or a specific date passes. Each document shall contain
appropriate Instructions controlling the making of extracts of
quotations from classified documents. Originators of clasgsified
documents concerning the DCSP will ensure annotation of each
paragraph and subparagraph, as applicable, with the initial
(1s), (s8), (C¢), or (U) as appropriate to indicate the security
classgification of the information contained therein (References
Ja (2) and (6)). 1In addition, the initials "SSAR" are to be
used to denote "SECRET SPECIAL ACCESS REQUIRED" information.

In cases of DCSP technical documents and technical reports

the appropriate distribution statements will be assigned in
accordance with the provisiong of reference 4.a.(7). Non-
technical information and data may use the protective marking
For Official Use Only as appropriate. Neltner the distribution
statements nor the FOUO are to be used for securlty purposes.

9, DD Form 254. Two copies of each DD Form 254, or other
security instructions issued DCSP participating contractors
wlll be furnished Hg., DCA, Attn: Code 803. This securlty
guide will be listed as a reference document in the remarks
section of each DD Form 254,

10. Special Accesgs.

a. Access lists and changes thereto will be submitted in
accordance with applicable sgervice or agency procedures.

b, SPECIAL ACCESS instructions published by the individual
government agenciles will be observed when and where applicable.

1. Public Release, Information or materials, related to the

DCSP, proposed for release through public information medis
will be processed as follows:

a. Industrial Contractors will comply with Paragraph 5n
of DOD Instruction 5220.22 ( ), "Industrial Security Manual," and
any special guidance provided by the Contracting Officer via
letter notification or item 10 DD Form 254 or item 7 DD
Form 254-1,

b. Department of Defense components will comply with the
Public Release requirements of their Service or Agency.
Additionally; although information or materials have been
previously approved for release; any Sfubsequent releases of
this information must be submitted through channels for approval
by the Director, DCA, Attn: Code 800, This will ensure that
the material 1s current, accurate, and in consonance with
exlsting policy and security considerations,

2. Requests for assistance in the determination of proper
security classification are to be submitted te DCA, Attn:

3. Authorization to distribute or make public release of DCSP
official information (except that marked "SAR") will be made
as follows:

a. Symposia and seminars, Requests for public release or
distribution of official Information pertaining to the DCSP at
symposia and seminars will be made to DCA through normal
channels for approval at least sixty (60) days in advance of
the proposed release date.

Primary
and Secondary Distribution of each document containing DCSP
information such as gystem and subsystem specifications and
deslgng, performance criteria or evaluation and program

progresgs reports will be in accordance with 1ts markings for:
