(U) INVESTIGATIVE FINDINGS

(SHTK) On 19 July 2011, the National Reconnaissance Office (NRO) Office of 
Inspector General (OIG) com~leted an investigation regarding potential labor mischarging by 
I Jvas a Virginia Systems and Technology, Inc. (VAST) employee, 
working under the Associates MIDAS Studies Pro ram (MIDAS). The MIDAS program 
existed under NRO contrac until nd under NRO contrac~ I

(U) INVESTIGATIVE DETAILS 

(SNTK) On 24 June 2010, the OIG initiated this investigation based on a review of NRO 
contractor badge data atl f This initial OIG review covered I I 

I land identifie~RO contractors having badge discrepancies. Of 
these 156 individuals, the OIG identified OCOntractor employees with more than 10 percent of 
their time unaccountable within the sample period. One of the contractors wasl ~ The 
sample analysis showed had 171 hours unaccountable out of 648 hours claimed. The 
OIG then com ared bad e record data with his time card reporting for the period 

nd found thatl Ihad 465 hours unaccountable

(SNTK) On 3 March 2011, the OIG interviewedc===Jregarding the discrepancies 
within his cards as com ared to badge record data. c===Jconfessed to submitting false 
hours on his time cards. tated that his actions were due in part to the stress of his 
assignment at He was extremely unhappy and had marriage difficulties durin this 
time. could not estimate the time mischarged, but stated it was si nificant. 
stated that he has recorded hours accurately since leaving

(U/~ OIG provided 1 l the NRO's cognizant contracting 
officer for MIDAS, a summary of the OIG investigation into mischarging. 1 

~----~ extrapolated the OIG data to determine that, in addition to the fmischarging identified 
by the OIG, there was an additional loss of derived this amount by 
the 465 mischarged hours identified by the OIG and extrapolating a loss estimate for the 
one-year period prior to the OIG period of analysis. I Idetermined that a total 
administrative recovery o~ ~as necessary. Based on the OIG investigation and the

@a1cUlationby thecontractim! officer. ZETA Associates agreed to reimburse the NRO 
due to the I IZETA removedl Ifrom MIDAS, and 

was debriefed from NRO programs. ZETA also reported that VAST terminated 
employment. On 7 July 2011, the OIG confirmed that Associates reimbursed 

the NRO the amount o~ Ivia a check to the NROI. 

(UI ~ Prior to interviewingl l the OIG presented the facts of this 
case to the USAO, District of Virginia. The USAO declined to pro secute I Idue 
to the relatively low dollar value ofthe mischarge, complications arising from the crimel 
I f and low prosecutorial resources. ~----~ 

(U) CONCLUSION 

(UII.,E:.QeO) Given the removal and security debriefing ofl Ifrom NRO programs, 
ZETA Associates' reimbursement o~ Ito the NRO for the mischarged hours, his 
rcmoval from the NRO, and the termination of his employment, there is no further investigative 
action required. The OIG considers this investigation closed. 

I N RO contrac1 Iwas closcd and in settlement at thc timc this casc was completed. ZETA and the N RO 
contracting officer mutually that a check was the bcst way to expedite the rcturn of funds to thc NRO.
