The program is going ahead essentially as outlined in 
Reference B, and I understand NRO officials have been briefed periodically on 
progress - the most recent briefing having occurred on 4 December. 

3. As indicated in my conversation with you) obligations for FULCRu"'M have 
bee~ incurred by the Agency against an anticipated NRO advance up to $4.5 million. 
Accordingly, I wo::tld like to arrange with you for the funding to meet the FULCRu"M 
obligations, which total $3.5 million through the month of December and tee 
re~aining $1 million to be obligated in January 1965. More detailed obligation 
data. can be ma.de available to you if desired. I suggest we use the same procedures 
now in use ·with P--..cogram B to accommodate the FULCRUM advance. I have attached 
herewith a Form 1080 to cover required funding.
