MEMORANDUM FOR THE DEPUTY SECRETARY OF DEFENSE 

,.../SUBJECT: Fubini Panel vs. Land Panel 

Last evening, Gene Fubini indicated to m.e that he has heard from 
11 a most reliable source" the following information concerning developments 
within the Land Panel: 

1. The Executive Secretary, Jack Martin, accurately 
reported to the Panel the tentative conclusions of the 
Fubini Panel. 

2. The Land Panel dis counted the various problems 
raised by the Fubini Panel, including the ground data 
handling problem, and determined that all could be 
resolved as a part of the system design. 

3. The Panel unanimously decided to go full steam 
ahead with the Solid-State Array Pruject. 

4. In spite of the unanimity of the decision, there are 
some indications that some of the concerns of the Fubini 
Panel are shared by some of the Land Panel members. 

The Land Panel is expected to report to the EXCOM on its conclusions. 
Obviously, this means a confrontation b~tween the two Panels. 

At first Gene Fubini was inclined to attempt to avoid a confrontation. 
After talking to him this morning, he is of the conclusion that the matter is 
sufficiently serious and the dollars sufficiently great that a confrontation is 
probably not only unavoidable but desirable. 

In light of the tentative findings of the Fubini Panel, I would find it 
very difficult to justify going ahead with the Solid-State Array. If you want 
my staff to become involved, let me know.
