3. Two potential solutions have been considered: 	(1) Amend (or reissue) the 
existing delegation of general procurement authority from Hq USAF (DOS/S&L) to the 
Commander, AFSC, to provide specifically for AFSC procurement support of MOL, or.  
(2) Issue an appropriate redelegation of authority directly from the Assistant 
Director, MOL (Procurement) to the Deputy Director, MOL, under the authorities 
delegated in Dr. Brown's memo to Gen Keeling'of 20 June 1967.
