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NROL-35 Lifts Off on December 12, 2014

A National Reconnaissance Office (NRO) payload was successfully launched
aboard a United Launch Alliance Atlas V rocket from Space Launch Complex-3E,
Vandenberg Air Force Base, California, at 10:19 p.m. EST, on December 12,
2014.
