I regret
that fact; however, I am sure that you recognize that until a
realignment of responsibilities is accomplished, I, as DNRO,
am powerless to bring about any significant improvements in
NRO management where the Agency is concerned. It is also
evident that this current achievement necessitated your personal
intervention. Mindful of that fact, for the near future I will
personally try to minimize any further perturbations in NRO
activities, pending a successful conclusion to your negotiations
on organization.
